
F9 V5 installation on a Server Running Terminal Services 

Prerequisites:  
The terminal Server configuration setting required for F9 is ñRelaxed Securityò. 
To change/check the settings on the Server where F9 is going to be installed follow the next steps: 

 Launch Terminal Services Configuration: 

 
 

 Under Server Settings-> Permission Compatibility check ñRelaxed Securityò  

 



Installing F9 on a Terminal Server has to be done using Add/Remove Programs in Control Panel.***  

 

*** Note for Windows Server 2008, installing applications for Terminal Server has to be done differently using  Install 

Application on Terminal Server in Control Panel. 

 

  



Windows will display a Security Warning and the user will have to allow the F9 installation program to run. 

 

 

After the F9 Installation is finished, F9 users have to be given rights to the F9 installation folder (default C:\F9V5). 

 

 

  



After the installation is finished, the 2 F9 add-in components used by Excel have to be attached. The F9 COM add-in 

component has to be attached using an account with Administrator rights. Once attached, it becomes available for all F9 

users. 

 

The F9 automation add-in component is user specific and has to be attached by each user.

  

After both F9 add-in components are attached, F9 will launch when F9 users are launching Excel. 

  



Disabling F9 V5 for Non F9 Users 

When F9 V5 is installed on a Terminal Server and is configured to attach, the F9 COM add-in component is attached for 

all users of Excel. Since all Excel users may not require F9 functionality, the setting in the following registry key can be 

changed from the default of ófalseô to ótrueô for those users: 

Key:   HKEY_CURRENT_USER\ Software \ Synex Systems Corporation \ F9\ 5.0 \ F9 Excel  

Setting:  DisableF9User  

For users with the value ótrueô for the setting, both addins (COM and Automation) will still be attached but: 

There will be no F9 Ribbon in Excel 

F9.exe will not be launched 

F9 functions will still be visible in the Excel Formulas list 

Any F9 functions in a worksheet will return #VALUE 

 

For the disabled F9 users (as above), it is possible on a user by user basis to detach Automation part completely by 

changing their following registry key setting from the default of ótrueô to ófalseô: 

Key:   HKEY_CURRENT_USER\ Software \ Synex Systems Corporation \ F9\ 5.0 \ F9 Excel  

Setting:  OneStepAttach  

The user also has to detach the F9 Automation component from within the Excel Add-In settings. This is a single time 

process. Once this has been done, the next time the user opens Excel: 

F9 functions will not be visible in the Excel Formulas 

Any F9 functions in a worksheet will return #NAME 

If there are a large number of non-F9 users to configure this for, an IT administrator could push out the registry setting 

changes via login script or via Group Policy updates.
